On 7 May 2008, on the advice of the selection panel, a decision was
made by the full Audit Committee to recommend BDO Stoy Hayward to
the Archbishops’ Council, to act as its external auditor with effect from
the audit of the financial statements for the year ending 31 December
2008.

The Archbishops’ Council endorsed its Audit Committee’s
recommendation at its meeting on 12 June 2008.

Under the National Institutions Measure (clause 3(2)), the Council’s
accounts have to be audited “by such person as may be appointed by
the Council with the approval of the General Synod”.

General Synod is hereby invited to formally approve the appointment.
