A In the 2017/2018 academic year, 4% of those sponsored for a
BAP declared a disability, the same percentage were
recommended for training and a slightly higher percentage, 5%,
sponsored for a stipendiary post.

We have chosen not to give the breakdown by diocese as the
numbers are so small that it would be possible to identify the
individuals concerned.
