
SUGGESTED BASIS FOR A LETTER TO 
"REGISTERED PATRONS" UNDER SECTION 7(2) OF THE 
MISSION AND PASTORAL MEASURE 2011 
[Please note that there is no requirement to give notice to the patron that restriction of presentation under s87(1) applies if that benefice has already been suspended under s85(1). You may however still wish to do so if the proposed reorganisation is likely to be contentious and there is a possibility of the suspension period expiring before the outcome of the Bishop’s proposals have been determined – as receipt of the said proposals by the patron(s) is what triggers restriction under s87(1)]

The enclosed proposals have been approved by the Bishop and the Mission and Pastoral Committee will now prepare a draft scheme or order to give effect to the proposals. An opportunity will be given for the interested parties and others to make representations for or against the draft to the Church Commissioners.

The Commissioners must consider any representations made to them in respect of the draft before they decide whether the scheme or order should proceed, but they can only consider such representations after a draft scheme or order based on the proposals has been published.

If you wish to have any further information regarding the effect of these proposals or about points of procedure, I shall be pleased to do what I can to help. This letter is sent to you as [one of]the registered patron[s] of the benefice of as required by Section 7(2) of the Mission and Pastoral Measure to inform you that as from the date on which you receive this letter the provisions of section 87(1) and 87(3) of the Measure take effect. The effect of these sections is that [during the current vacancy in the benefice][if the benefice should become vacant] you will not be able to exercise your right of presentation without the consent of the Diocesan Mission and Pastoral Committee [and the Bishop – if he is not the registered patron] until the first of the following events occurs:-
(a) the relevant recommendations are implemented by a pastoral scheme or order and come into operation, in which case the right of presentation shall be subject to the provisions of the scheme or order; 

(b) the proposals are withdrawn or the draft scheme or order prepared in pursuance thereof is withdrawn, or the scheme made in pursuance thereof is disallowed or withdrawn; 

(c) the relevant recommendations are omitted from the proposals, draft scheme or order, or scheme; or 

(d)the period of three years from the date aforesaid  or, if an appeal to Her Majesty in Council against a draft scheme to implement the proposals has been brought but not yet determined , the date on which the decision on the appeal is delivered. 
[As you have previously received a notice under s.87(2) of the Measure restricting your right of presentation the period of three years referred to in (d) above will run from the date of that notice.]
