Please let me know within the next ten working days whether you are satisfied with the clauses in the draft Pastoral [Order] [Scheme] relating to parsonage houses, team vicars' houses or sale of. I will be unable to publish the draft [Order] [Scheme] until you can confirm their accuracy in this respect. (You will also need to consider, and let me know as needs be, whether there are currently any additional proposals affecting any of these properties – e.g. whether we need to include an ‘either/or’ clause dealing with a disposal of a house to allow it to be sold under the Parsonages Measures prior to the Pastoral [Order] [Scheme] taking effect). Please let me know if the current Scheme/Order needs to make any provision for any Parsonage Buildings Fund that the DBF holds for the benefice(s) concerned.
a) The Commissioners’ case advisor will arrange for the Church of England Records Centre to send any title deeds which they hold in respect of any such property direct to you, together with a note of any relevant copy deeds held by them, the originals of which may be in the Diocesan Registry. No doubt you and the DBF’s solicitor will wish to satisfy yourselves that the benefice has good and unencumbered title to the property in question before any Pastoral [Order] [Scheme] is made. You should also ask the Diocesan Registrar to check whether (s)he is holding any deeds in this respect so that they can be examined by the Board’s Solicitor to establish that they disclose nothing of an adverse nature.

b) Where the draft [Order] [Scheme] provides for the transfer of parsonage property to the Board under Section 45 of the Mission and Pastoral Measure 2011
and where title to such property is registered, the Board’s solicitor will need to arrange for the proprietorship register to be altered to reflect the provisions of the eventual [Scheme] [Order].
