54th REPORT OF THE STANDING ORDERS COMMITTEE (GS 2119)
ITEM 23

Mr David Lamming (St Edmundsbury and Ipswich) to move the following amendments:
In the proposed Standing Order 113(3A), leave out “150 words” and insert “250 words”.

and, if that is not carried:
In the proposed Standing Order 113(3A), leave out “150 words” and insert “200 words”.

ITEM 29

Five members have given notice that they wish the motion for the amendment of the Synod’s Standing Orders at item 29 on the First Notice paper to be debated. DRAFTING AMENDING CANON NO. 40 (GS 2103A)

Mr Clive Scowen (London) to move the following amendments:
In paragraph 1, after paragraph 8(1) of the new Canon DA 1, insert:

 "(1A) Regulations under this Canon may make different provision for different purposes (including, in particular, different provision according to whether a community was established before or after the commencement of this Canon)."
In paragraph 1, after paragraph 9 of the new Canon DA 1, insert:

 "10 (1) Except where sub-paragraph (2) applies, a missional community established pursuant to a bishop's mission order under Part 7 of the Mission and Pastoral Measure 2011 is outwith the scope of this Canon.”
“(2) A diocesan bishop may, for a good reason relating to that particular community, direct that this Canon shall apply to a missional community established pursuant to a bishop's mission order under Part 7 of the 2011 Measure."
DRAFT CHURCH OF ENGLAND (MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS) (NO. 2) MEASURE (GS 2104A)
The Bishop of Willesden to move the following amendments: 

In Clause 2, page 2, line 5, leave out paragraphs (b) and (c) and insert:
 “(b)  each other person who has authority of such description as the regulations may specify to exercise ministry in the diocese or other area or place concerned.”

 In Clause 2, page 2, line 33, leave out “(1)(b) and (c)” and insert “(1)(b)”.
Mr Keith Cawdron (Liverpool) has given notice of his intention to oppose the motion ‘That clause 11 stand part of the Measure.’
CODE OF PRACTICE ON CO-OPERATION BY THE CHURCH OF ENGLAND WITH OTHER CHURCHES (GS 2117)

"(d) request the Lords Spiritual and staff of the National Church Institutions to meet with representatives from Her Majesty's Government and Loyal Opposition, as well as leaders from Local Government, including the Local Government Association, to co-ordinate and collaborate on shared plans to make traveller stopping points available across England, to prevent crime and disorder, and to develop community cohesion".

Access Audit: London, February 2019

They will be happy to meet at other times by arrangement and to hear from members, exhibitors, fringe organisers and staff about what's working well, what's not working well and what else could be done.
