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Zimbabwe National Anglican Fellowship UK (ZINAFE): 
	1. The beginnings:  During the late19190s & early 200s, Zimbabwean Anglicans in the UK missed how we worshipped back home and so started meeting in small house groups worshipping the Zimbabwean way.
2. This led to establishment of an Organised set-up and the formation of the Zimbabwe National Anglican fellowship UK (ZINAFE)  in 2008 and its formalisation at the first AGM in London in June 2009.
ZINAFE started with four branches London, Birmingham, The North meeting in Bradford and North West meeting in Chester.
ZINAFE now has 12 branches in the UK ie 
Birmingham, Leeds, Leicester & Northampton (LENO), London, Luton & Aylsbury, The North (Bradford), North East (Newcastle), North West (Manchester/Chester), Sheffield, South Coast (Soutampton), South East (Brighton), South West (Bristol).
3. Each branch meets for a Zimbabwean Eucharistic Service once a month and we all come together in our three regions for the Easter, Pentecost and All Souls events. We also come together nationally for our Zimbabwe Day event and our annual pilgrimage (Bernard Mizeki weekend)
4. ZINAFE became a Registered as a Charity in the UK in February 2021. It has a Board of Trustees responsible for policy issues and a Management Committee responsible for administrative issues.
5. ZINAFE’s diaspora model has spread with an off-shoot the Zimbabwe Anglicans in Scotland (ZAS).  The model has also been adopted by other Zimbawean Anglicans in the diaspora in Australia, Canada, New-Zealand, South Africa, and USA. 
6. Support for the ZINAFE events has been phenomenal with Local Bishops, Arch-Deacons, local CoE Clergy etc attending some of our events as either Celebrants or Preachers and we appreciate that support. 
7. It is a pre-requisite that all  Members of ZINAFE be practicing Anglicans at their  local CoE Parishes. Some ZINAFE members are active at their local CoE Parish Churches as Servers, Lay Ministers, Lay Readers, Pastoral Assistants, Church Wardens, PCC Members, Choir members etc, thereby contributing to the growth of the CoE and Anglican Communion at large.
8. ZINAFE has five guilds ie Mothers’ Union (ZMU), Men’s Fellowship (ZAMF), Young Adults (AYA), Youth (AYZ), Fishers of Men (Vabvuvi). 
9. ZINAFE’s  guilds actively support charities both in UK and in Zimbabwe. Our Mothers Union recently build toilets at the Angican’s Bernard Mizeki Shrine in Macheke as well as refurbishing the kitchen facilities at the Anglican’s Bishop Gaul Theological College in Harare. Our Zimbabwe Anglican Young Adults guild has supported various charities in the Harare diocese. Whilst our Anglican Youth of Zimbabwe UK has supported various international charitable causes.
10. ZINAFE boasts a National choir which sang at the Lambeth conference in July 2022 and regional choirs sang at various Black History Month services in Birmingham, Chichester & Brighton.
11. ZINAFE currently boasts 8 priests & 2 Deacons ordained in the CoE in recent years. A few more people exploring and considering ordained ministry.
12. ZINAFE is an all-embracing fellowship and open to welcoming people from all walks of life at our various events. All our various guilds are also active in the inter-denominational Ecumenical Zimbabwe Christian Fellowships in the UK.
13. ZINAFE appreciates the support we receive from our local CoE Parish Churches and we give glory to God. Amen.
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
